Kids with actively involved fathers  
are more likely to: 

•	 drop out of school 
•	 have discipline problems
•	 be incarcerated 
•	 run away from home 
•	 experience homelessness
•	 experience problems with depression
•	 attempt suicide 
•	 engage in violent behaviors 
•	 experience addiction
•	 have kids of their own during adolescence 

•	 have stronger verbal skills
•	 have fewer behavior problems in school
•	 get better grades
•	 show an increase in curiosity
•	 show increased problem-solving skills
